VINEYARDS

SAN GREG is a rosé wine produced on the highest hills of
Irpinia, up to 700 meters above sea level. The vines, located in
the communes of Castelfranci and Paternopoli, are of different
ages and grow on marl and calcareous soils, over hills that have
optimal sun exposure and are well-ventilated. The grapes are
rigorously hand-picked and then taken to the winery where they
are gently pressed to get the most noble part of the juice. Thanks
to the careful vineyard selection, we have developed an elegant
style that is beautifully drinkable, refreshing and consistent.

THE 2025 VINTAGE

The winter in 2025 was generally mild with sparse
rainfall. The temperatures in January and February
were above average with infrequent, sporadic
precipitation.
March and April saw heavier rainfall. The summer
was hot, but interspersed with well-distributed
rainfall and, above all, marked temperature swings.
Temperatures in July and August were particularly
high, at times spiking above 40°C.
The 2025 harvest began slightly earlier than in
previous years. Temperatures in September and
October were ideal for the ripening stage and when
harvest time came the grapes were healthy and well
balanced. The grape harvest began on 15 September 2025.
